After that a
meeting will be set up to discuss the intake form in person or online. On the Intake Form, please
be as specific as possible about what you intend to do, including all processes, equipment, tools
and timelines. Then the Fellow will fill out a Personal Proposal form for access each semester.
Approval is subject to Printshop staff discretion.

Please note:

Printshop & Paper Studio shop summer hours are 9AM-5PM, Monday-Friday.
Printshop & Paper Studio staff will not support learning of new processes.
Certain tools and shop spaces may be unavailable depending on maintenance.
Close toed shoes are required.

A Personal Proposal form needs to be completed each semester for access.
Lockers and flat files will be cleaned out after classes end, unless the fellow puts
the next semester tag on their flat file or locker.

Wear gloves when handling solvents, chemicals, and for cleaning up.

We will be closed over the semester breaks (August before classes start,
December January after classes end, and May after classes end) and on campus
holidays.
