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MCAD Collegiate Fellowship

The Minnesota Centerfor Book Arts MCAD Collegiate Fellowship program is designed to give senior and graduate level
studentswhohavedemonstratedinterestandabilityinthebookartsthe opportunitytocompleteanadvancedproject.

Talented senior undergraduate and graduate level students frequently have the technical skills necessary for editioned
orcomplexbook projects, butlack thetime, accessto equipmentandfundsforsuppliesto complete the work. This
fellowshipaddressesthoseissuesbyprovidingasummerartistresidencythatgivesrecipientsaccesstoMCBA'’s
facilities, an educational stipend of up to $300 for a class at MCBA, and a project stipend of $1000.

Whileworkingin MCBA’s state-of-the-artbindery, printingand paperstudios, fellowshiprecipientswilljoinacreative
community dedicated to the exploration of contemporary and traditional book art forms. MCBA staff and selected artist
co-opmemberwill provide the fellow with creative and professionalfeedback ofworksin progress andfinal projects.

The fellowship includes:

e A $1,000 stipend for materials, individual tutorials, outsourcing, and recipient’s time

e An eight-week summer studio residency at MCBA

e Full orientation and studio training

e Tuition forone MCBA summer workshop thatis beneficial for the fellowship project, up to $300

e Aone-yearmembership to MCBA (whichincludes 10% off classes and 10% off materials in the shopand 10%
discount on equipment and studio rentals)

e Projectplanning and oversight with MCBA staff and a selected member of the MCBA Artist Co-op

e The potential display of the final project and process materials at MCAD

e Consignment artist participation (If applicable)in MCBA’s Annual New Editions event

e Thefellowagreestodonateonefromtheeditiontothe MCBA'slibrary orprovide digitaldocumentation ofthe
work, if creating a one-of-a-kind piece

MCBA has aletterpress shop with eight Vandercook proof presses, two 19th century iron hand presses, a Showcard sign
press, four platen presses, and a well-stocked composing room with wood and metal type. A polymer plate maker offers
on-site production ofbothintaglio andreliefmatrices. Large bindery spaces offer guillotine cutters, board shears,
nipping presses, standing presses, a paperdrill, hot stamping press, backing press, book cradles, sewing frames, and
handtools. MCBA's two papermaking studios contain a hydraulic press and basic papermaking moulds, a one-pound
Valley beater, atwo-pound Reina beater, atraditional Japanese formation vat, and one cooking stations. MCBA also has
equipment for screen printing, traditional marbling, wood engraving, calligraphy, leather tooling, and alternative
photographic techniques.
