In order to be eligible to apply for Foundation Merit
Scholarship Awards, you must have a 3.0 GPA and be a
current student who either has less than 30 credits or who
has not yet declared a major.

In order to be eligible to receive a Foundation Merit
Scholarship Award, you must be a full-time student for the Fall
2020 semester. If you are enrolled in less than 12 credits for
Fall 2020, you will not receive a Merit Award.

If you receive a Merit Scholarship Award in another
department, you will NOT be eligible to receive a Foundation
Merit Scholarship Award.
